4. Mae Fah Luang University will issue the Acceptance Letter to
the international office of your home university by email and
post (within two-three weeks after submitted completed
application materials).

5. Mae Fah Luang University will send original copy of the
Acceptance Letter by postal mail to your home university

6. *If qualified, you should apply for Non-Immigrant entry visa
code “ED~” (Student VISA) to the nearest Thai Embassy in your
country

7. Fill in the Acceptance and Arrival Form and inform the flight
information to GRD (We’ll arrange the pick-up service for you-
free of charge)
